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You have received this letter because you own property either within or near a proposed extension of

a zoning overlay that would allow property owners like you to build more housing than currently
allowed.

The City of Tulsa is not taking anyone’s property; it wants to reduce rules so property owners
have more freedom to build new housing more easily. The City wants to make it easier to build
homes on smaller lots, duplexes, townhouses, backyard homes, garage apartments, quadplexes, and
six-plexes.

If this overlay (SA-8) is approved, the existing Neighborhood Infill Overlay (NIO) would cover more
neighborhoods than it does now. The NIO was created in 2021 and covers several of the
neighborhoods closest to downtown.

Approval would mean less red tape, fewer delays, and lower costs for property owners who
want to build the housing types allowed in the overlay. In addition to covering more areas, there
are some proposed adjustments to the existing NIO rules to make it easier for people to build these
kinds of houses.

There will be two community meetings hosted by City Councilors in the coming weeks to gather
resident feedback and answer any questions you and your neighbors may have.
