Section 40.420 Wireless Communication Facilities

40.420-E General Requirements 

All towers and antennas are subject to the general requirements of this subsection 

unless otherwise expressly stated. 

1. Towers may be considered either principal or accessory uses. Another

principal or accessory use on the same lot does not preclude the installation

of a tower on that lot.

2. Towers and antennas are subject to all of the following requirements:

a. Towers and antennas must be designed to blend into the surrounding

environment through the use of color, galvanizing, or camouflaging

architectural treatment, except in instances where the color is dictated by

federal or state authorities, such as the Federal Aviation Administration.

b. Except in IL, IM and IH zoning districts, communication towers must be of

a monopole design unless the board of adjustment approves, by special

exception, an alternative design that they determine would better blend

into the surrounding environment or that the required antennas cannot

be supported by a monopole.

c. Towers that are accessory to a data center use shall not exceed 100 feet in

height and shall not be located within 200 feet of the property boundary,

unless the board of adjustment approves, by special exception, such

additional height and/or location.

d. If an antenna is installed on a structure other than a tower, the antenna

and supporting electrical and mechanical equipment must be of a color

that closely matches or complements the color of the supporting

structure, so as to make the antenna and related equipment as visually

unobtrusive as possible.

Section 55.050 Parking Exemptions and Credits

55.050-M Data Centers 

Minimum parking for data centers shall be provided as follows: 

1. Office area: 1 space per 1,000 square feet; and

2. Warehouse/storage/technology equipment area: 0.15 space per 1,000 square feet.
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
