Detailed Staff Recommendation

The applicant is proposing a minor amendment to an optional development plan (ODP) to increase the permitted
height from 25 feet to 28.25 feet for a freestanding sign and to permit a pole sign which is currently prohibited by the
development plan. The base zoning of CG would permit a height of 39 feet for a freestanding sign. This sign will
include dynamic display. The amendment is only applicable to the sign along the West 715t Street South frontage
shown in the exhibit.

Staff has reviewed the request and determined:

1) Z-7440-a is consistent with the provisions for administration and procedures of a development plan in Section
70.040-1.a.

2) Z-7440-a does not represent a significant departure from the approved development standards in the
development plan and is considered a minor amendment to Z-7440.

3) All remaining development standards defined in Z-7440 and subsequent amendments shall remain in effect.

With consideration given to the factors listed herein, staff recommends approval of the application per the attached
conceptual sign plan.

Comprehensive Plan Considerations

Land Use Plan

The subject property is designated as a Local Centers. Local Centers serve the daily needs of those in the
surrounding neighborhoods. This designation implies that the center generally does not serve an area beyond the
nearby neighborhoods. Typical uses include commercial or retail uses that serve the daily needs of nearby residents. In
order to introduce a regional trip generator, the entire local center designation should be amended to be Regional
Center with significant input from all affected properties and nearby neighborhoods.

Small Area Plans
The subject property is not located within any adopted small area plans.

Development Era

The subject property is in an area developed during the Late Automobile Era (1950s-present), which has grown since
the mainstreaming of automobile-centric lifestyles, with a high degree of separation between residential and
nonresidential uses, and low levels of street connectivity. In these areas, transportation is nearly exclusively
concentrated on the mile-by-mile arterial grid, and major streets are often both transportation corridors and
destination corridors, which can lead to traffic congestion. Nonresidential uses are predominantly located at the
intersections of major arterial streets. Priorities in these areas include commercial revitalization, placemaking,
community gathering opportunities, conservation of natural areas, a high degree of privacy, one-stop shopping, and
commuting routes.

Transportation
Major Street & Highway Plan: West 71st Street South is classified as a Primary Arterial, all right-of-way has been
dedicated.

Comprehensive Plan Street Designation: West 71st Street South is classified as a Commuter Corridor. Commuter
streets prioritize the efficient movement of large numbers of automobiles, with access management techniques
utilized to minimize the frequency of turning movements along the corridor. This reduces the chance of collisions that
could lead to congestion. Other transportation modes, such as public transit and pedestrian infrastructure, are
provided and designed in ways that protect the users from dangerous interactions with automobile traffic. Medians
and pedestrian islands are appropriate for increased pedestrian safety, as well as separation between traffic heading in
each direction. Bicycle infrastructure is not recommended on Commuter Streets unless it is a multi-use path separated
from the street.

Transit: Regular route service is available along West 715t Street South.

Existing Bike/Ped Facilities: Sidewalks are in place along West 715t Street South.

Flood Area: The subject property is not located within any designated flood areas.

Tree Canopy Coverage: Tree canopy in the area is 57%. Development will naturally have an impact on tree canopy,
but all effort should be taken to preserve a substantial portion of the tree canopy in these areas. These areas should
have the highest level of preservation to maintain the existing habitat and recreational places in the city. Future land
use planning for Future Growth areas should include the goal of tree canopy preservation.

Staff Recommendation
