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Comprehensive Plan Considerations 
Land Use Plan 
The subject property is designated as Employment by the Tulsa Comprehensive Plan. The employment designation is 
intended to accommodate offices, warehousing and storage, manufacturing and assembly, and industrial processes. 
The “Industrial Site Suitability” map corresponds to the Employment land use designation and indicates where uses 
that are potentially incompatible with sensitive land uses are best suited to locate. This directs industrial uses to 
particular areas of the city while discouraging industrial in close proximity to Neighborhood areas.

The subject properties is located within the area covered by Plan 66. 

Development Era 
The subject property is located in an area developed during the Streetcar Era. Upon the implementation of streetcar 
alignments in Tulsa, new neighborhoods began to develop beyond the Downtown area. While this area’s urban form 
was initially determined during the time period between 1910 and 1930, growth has been somewhat continuous 
throughout history, with a good deal of infill development occurring each decade. This Development Era contains 
some of Tulsa’s oldest residential areas, and there are great examples of how different housing types, different 
architectural styles, and land uses that support residents’ daily needs and lifestyles can exist in proximity to each other. 
Alterations to the urban form have occurred, primarily to accommodate automobile access, with the introduction of 
highways that disconnected pre-existing streets. 

Transportation 
Comprehensive Plan Street Designation: Southwest Boulevard is planned as a Multi-modal corridor. Multi-modal 
streets support commercial and residential development along major arterial streets. These streets align with the 
recommendations for on-street bicycle infrastructure established in the 2015 GO Plan, and they should be evaluated 
for feasibility with regard to the reallocation of street space for bicycle facilities.

THE OWNER HAS CAUSED THE ABOVE DESCRIBED TRACT OF LAND TO BE SURVEYED, STAKED, PLATTED AND COMBINED INTO
ONE (1) LOT, ONE (1) BLOCK, IN CONFORMITY WITH THE ACCOMPANYING PLAT, AND HAS DESIGNATED THE SUBDIVISION AS
“QT 0018" A SUBDIVISION IN THE CITY OF TULSA, TULSA COUNTY, OKLAHOMA (HEREINAFTER REFERRED TO AS “QT 0018” OR
THE “SUBDIVISION”).

SECTION I. PUBLIC STREETS AND UTILITIES
A. PUBLIC STREETS AND UTILITY EASEMENTS

1. THE OWNER HEREBY DEDICATES TO THE PUBLIC THE STREET RIGHTS-OF-WAY DEPICTED ON THE ACCOMPANYING
PLAT. THE OWNER FURTHER DEDICATES TO THE PUBLIC THE UTILITY EASEMENTS DESIGNATED AS “U/E” OR
“UTILITY EASEMENT” FOR THE SEVERAL PURPOSES OF CONSTRUCTING, MAINTAINING, OPERATING, REPAIRING,
REPLACING, AND/OR REMOVING ANY AND ALL PUBLIC UTILITIES, INCLUDING STORM SEWERS, SANITARY SEWERS,
TELEPHONE AND COMMUNICATION LINES, ELECTRIC POWER LINES AND TRANSFORMERS, GAS LINES, WATER LINES
AND CABLE TELEVISION LINES, TOGETHER WITH ALL FITTINGS, INCLUDING THE POLES, WIRES, CONDUITS, PIPES,
VALVES, METERS, MANHOLES AND EQUIPMENT FOR EACH OF SUCH FACILITIES AND ANY OTHER APPURTENANCES
THERETO, WITH THE RIGHTS OF INGRESS AND EGRESS TO AND UPON THE UTILITY EASEMENTS FOR THE USES AND
PURPOSES STATED, PROVIDED THE OWNER RESERVES THE RIGHT TO CONSTRUCT, MAINTAIN, OPERATE, LAY AND
REPAIR OR REPLACE WATER LINES AND SEWER LINES, TOGETHER WITH THE RIGHT OF INGRESS AND EGRESS FOR
SUCH CONSTRUCTION, MAINTENANCE, OPERATION, LAYING, REPAIRING AND RE-LAYING OVER, ACROSS AND
ALONG ALL OF THE UTILITY EASEMENTS DEPICTED ON THE PLAT, FOR THE PURPOSE OF FURNISHING WATER
AND/OR SEWER SERVICES TO AREAS DEPICTED ON THE PLAT. THE OWNER HEREIN IMPOSES A RESTRICTIVE
COVENANT, WHICH COVENANT SHALL BE BINDING ON EACH LOT OWNER AND SHALL BE ENFORCEABLE BY THE CITY
OF TULSA, OKLAHOMA (HEREINAFTER THE “CITY”), AND BY THE SUPPLIER OF ANY AFFECTED UTILITY SERVICE, THAT
WITHIN THE UTILITY EASEMENTS DEPICTED ON THE ACCOMPANYING PLAT NO BUILDING, STRUCTURE OR OTHER
ABOVE OR BELOW GROUND OBSTRUCTION THAT INTERFERES WITH STATED USES AND PURPOSES OF THE UTILITY
EASEMENTS SHALL BE PLACED, ERECTED, INSTALLED OR MAINTAINED, PROVIDED NOTHING HEREIN SHALL BE
DEEMED TO PROHIBIT DRIVES, PARKING AREAS, CURBING, LANDSCAPING AND CUSTOMARY SCREENING FENCES
WHICH DO NOT CONSTITUTE AN OBSTRUCTION.

B. WATER, SANITARY SEWER, AND STORM SEWER SERVICE
1. THE OWNER OF ANY LOT SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE PROTECTION OF THE PUBLIC WATER MAINS, SANITARY

SEWER MAINS, AND STORM SEWERS LOCATED ON THE OWNER'S LOT.
2. WITHIN UTILITY EASEMENTS, DEPICTED ON THE ACCOMPANYING PLAT, THE ALTERATION OF GRADE FROM THE

CONTOURS EXISTING UPON THE COMPLETION OF THE INSTALLATION OF A PUBLIC WATER MAIN, SANITARY SEWER
MAIN, OR STORM SEWER OR ANY CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY WHICH, IN THE JUDGMENT OF THE CITY OF TULSA,
WOULD INTERFERE WITH PUBLIC WATER MAINS, SANITARY SEWER MAINS, AND STORM SEWERS SHALL BE
PROHIBITED.

3. THE CITY OF TULSA, OKLAHOMA, OR ITS SUCCESSORS, SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ORDINARY MAINTENANCE OF
PUBLIC WATER SYSTEMS, SANITARY SEWER MAINS, AND STORM SEWERS BUT THE LOT OWNER SHALL PAY FOR
DAMAGE OR RELOCATION OF SUCH FACILITIES CAUSED OR NECESSITATED BY ACTS OF THE LOT OWNER, OR THE
LOT OWNER'S AGENTS AND/OR CONTRACTORS.

4. THE CITY OF TULSA, OKLAHOMA, OR ITS SUCCESSORS, SHALL AT ALL TIMES HAVE RIGHT OF ACCESS TO ALL UTILITY
EASEMENTS, DEPICTED ON THE ACCOMPANYING PLAT, OR OTHERWISE PROVIDED FOR IN THIS DEED OF
DEDICATION, FOR THE PURPOSE OF INSTALLING, MAINTAINING, REMOVING OR REPLACING ANY PORTION OF
UNDERGROUND WATER, SANITARY SEWER, OR STORM SEWER FACILITIES.

5. THE COVENANTS SET FORTH IN THIS SUBSECTION SHALL BE ENFORCEABLE BY THE CITY OF TULSA, OKLAHOMA, OR
ITS SUCCESSORS, AND THE OWNER OF EACH LOT AGREES TO BE BOUND BY THESE COVENANTS.

C. PAVING AND LANDSCAPING WITHIN EASEMENTS
THE OWNER OF ANY LOT DEPICTED ON THE ACCOMPANYING PLAT SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE REPAIR OF DAMAGE
TO LANDSCAPING AND PAVING OCCASIONED BY INSTALLATION OR NECESSARY MAINTENANCE OF UNDERGROUND
WATER, SANITARY SEWER, STORM SEWER, NATURAL GAS, COMMUNICATION, CABLE TELEVISION OR ELECTRIC
FACILITIES WITHIN THE EASEMENT AREAS DEPICTED UPON THE ACCOMPANYING PLAT, PROVIDED THE CITY OF TULSA,
OKLAHOMA, OR ITS SUCCESSORS, OR THE SUPPLIER OF THE UTILITY SERVICE SHALL USE REASONABLE CARE IN THE
PERFORMANCE OF SUCH ACTIVITIES.

D. UTILITY SERVICE
1. OVERHEAD LINES FOR THE SUPPLY OF ELECTRIC, TELEPHONE AND CABLE TELEVISION SERVICES MAY BE LOCATED

WITHIN THE EASEMENTS ABUTTING STREET RIGHT-OF-WAY. STREET LIGHT POLES OR STANDARDS MAY BE SERVED
BY OVERHEAD LINE OR UNDERGROUND CABLE, AND ELSEWHERE THROUGHOUT THE SUBDIVISION, ALL SUPPLY
LINES INCLUDING ELECTRIC, TELEPHONE, CABLE TELEVISION AND GAS LINES SHALL BE LOCATED UNDERGROUND IN
EASEMENTS DEDICATED FOR GENERAL UTILITY SERVICES AND IN THE RIGHTS-OF-WAY OF THE PUBLIC STREETS AS
DEPICTED ON THE ACCOMPANYING PLAT. SERVICE PEDESTALS AND TRANSFORMERS, AS SOURCES OF SUPPLY AT
SECONDARY VOLTAGES, MAY ALSO BE LOCATED IN GENERAL UTILITY EASEMENTS.

2. UNDERGROUND SERVICE CABLES AND GAS SERVICE LINES TO ALL STRUCTURES WITHIN THE SUBDIVISION MAY BE
EXTENDED FROM THE NEAREST GAS MAIN, SERVICE PEDESTAL OR TRANSFORMER TO THE POINT OF USAGE
DETERMINED BY THE LOCATION AND CONSTRUCTION OF SUCH STRUCTURE UPON THE LOT, PROVIDED UPON
INSTALLATION OF A SERVICE CABLE OR GAS SERVICE LINE TO A PARTICULAR STRUCTURE, THE SUPPLIER OF SERVICE
SHALL THEREAFTER BE DEEMED TO HAVE A DEFINITIVE, PERMANENT, EFFECTIVE AND NON-EXCLUSIVE EASEMENT
ON THE LOT, COVERING A 5 FOOT STRIP EXTENDING 2.5 FEET ON EACH SIDE OF THE SERVICE CABLE OR LINE
EXTENDING FROM THE GAS MAIN, SERVICE PEDESTAL OR TRANSFORMER TO THE SERVICE ENTRANCE ON THE
STRUCTURE.

3. THE SUPPLIER OF ELECTRIC, TELEPHONE, CABLE TELEVISION AND GAS SERVICE, THROUGH ITS AGENTS AND
EMPLOYEES, SHALL AT ALL TIMES HAVE THE RIGHT OF ACCESS TO ALL UTILITY EASEMENTS SHOWN ON THE PLAT
OR OTHERWISE PROVIDED FOR IN THIS DEED OF DEDICATION FOR THE PURPOSE OF INSTALLING, MAINTAINING,
REMOVING OR REPLACING ANY PORTION OF THE UNDERGROUND ELECTRIC, TELEPHONE, CABLE TELEVISION OR
GAS FACILITIES INSTALLED BY THE SUPPLIER OF THE UTILITY SERVICE.

4. THE OWNER OF ANY LOT SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE PROTECTION OF THE UNDERGROUND SERVICE FACILITIES
LOCATED ON THE OWNER'S LOT AND SHALL PREVENT THE ALTERATION OF GRADE OR ANY CONSTRUCTION
ACTIVITY WHICH WOULD INTERFERE WITH THE ELECTRIC, TELEPHONE, CABLE TELEVISION OR GAS FACILITIES. EACH
SUPPLIER OF THESE SERVICES SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ORDINARY MAINTENANCE OF UNDERGROUND
FACILITIES, BUT THE LOT OWNER SHALL PAY FOR DAMAGE OR RELOCATION OF SUCH FACILITIES CAUSED OR
NECESSITATED BY ACTS OF LOT THE OWNER OR THE LOT OWNER'S AGENTS OR CONTRACTORS.

5. THE COVENANTS SET FORTH IN THIS SUBSECTION SHALL BE ENFORCEABLE BY EACH SUPPLIER OF THE ELECTRIC,
TELEPHONE, CABLE TELEVISION OR GAS SERVICE AND THE OWNER OF ANY LOT AGREES TO BE BOUND BY THESE
COVENANTS.

E. GAS SERVICE
1. THE SUPPLIER OF GAS SERVICE THROUGH ITS AGENTS AND EMPLOYEES SHALL AT ALL TIMES HAVE THE RIGHT OF

ACCESS TO ALL UTILITY EASEMENTS SHOWN ON THE PLAT OR AS OTHERWISE PROVIDED FOR IN THIS DEED OF
DEDICATION FOR THE PURPOSE OF INSTALLING, REMOVING, REPAIRING, OR REPLACING ANY PORTION OF THE
FACILITIES INSTALLED BY THE SUPPLIER OF GAS SERVICE.

2. THE OWNER OF ANY LOT SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE PROTECTION OF THE UNDERGROUND GAS FACILITIES
LOCATED WITHIN THE LOT AND SHALL PREVENT THE ALTERATION OF GRADE OR ANY OTHER CONSTRUCTION
ACTIVITY WHICH WOULD INTERFERE WITH GAS SERVICE. THE SUPPLIER OF GAS SERVICE SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE
FOR THE ORDINARY MAINTENANCE OF ITS FACILITIES, BUT THE LOT OWNER SHALL PAY FOR DAMAGE OR
RELOCATION OF FACILITIES CAUSED OR NECESSITATED BY ACTS OF THE LOT OWNER, OR THE LOT OWNER'S
AGENTS OR CONTRACTORS.

3. THE COVENANTS SET FORTH IN THIS SUBSECTION SHALL BE ENFORCEABLE BY THE SUPPLIER OF THE GAS SERVICE
AND THE OWNER OF THE LOT AGREES TO BE BOUND BY THESE COVENANTS.

F. LIMITS OF NO ACCESS
THE OWNER HEREBY RELINQUISH RIGHTS OF VEHICULAR INGRESS OR EGRESS FROM ANY PORTION OF THE PROPERTY
ADJACENT TO 33RD WEST AVENUE & SOUTHWEST BOULEVARD WITHIN THE BOUNDS DESIGNATED AS "LIMITS OF NO
ACCESS" OR "L.N.A." ON THE ACCOMPANYING PLAT, WHICH LIMITS OF NO ACCESS MAY BE AMENDED OR RELEASED BY
THE TULSA METROPOLITAN AREA PLANNING COMMISSION, OR ITS SUCCESSOR, WITH THE APPROVAL OF THE CITY OF
TULSA, OKLAHOMA, OR AS OTHERWISE PROVIDED BY THE STATUTES AND LAWS OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA
PERTAINING THERETO, AND THE LIMITS OF NO ACCESS ESTABLISHED ABOVE SHALL BE ENFORCEABLE BY THE CITY OF
TULSA, OKLAHOMA.

G. SURFACE DRAINAGE
EACH LOT WITHIN THE SUBDIVISION SHALL RECEIVE AND DRAIN, IN AN UNOBSTRUCTED MANNER, THE STORM AND
SURFACE WATERS FROM LOTS AND DRAINAGE AREAS OF HIGHER ELEVATION. NO LOT OWNER SHALL CONSTRUCT OR
PERMIT TO BE CONSTRUCTED ANY FENCING OR OTHER OBSTRUCTIONS WHICH WOULD IMPAIR THE DRAINAGE OF
STORM AND SURFACE WATERS OVER AND ACROSS THE OWNER'S LOT. THE FOREGOING COVENANTS SET FORTH IN THIS
PARAGRAPH SHALL BE ENFORCEABLE BY ANY AFFECTED LOT OWNER AND BY THE CITY OF TULSA, OKLAHOMA.

H.  SIDEWALKS
SIDEWALKS SHALL BE CONSTRUCTED AND MAINTAINED ALONG STREETS DESIGNATED BY AND IN ACCORDANCE WITH
THE SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS OF THE CITY OF TULSA, OKLAHOMA, AND ALL SUCH SIDEWALKS SHALL BE
CONSTRUCTED BY THE OWNER PRIOR TO THE ISSUANCE OF THE OCCUPANCY PERMIT FOR ANY BUILDING WITHIN THE
SUBDIVISION. THE OWNER SHALL CONSTRUCT SIDEWALKS IN CONFORMANCE WITH THE STANDARDS OF THE CITY OF
TULSA ENGINEERING DESIGN STANDARDS.

I. CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY RESTRICTIONS
NO CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY FOR A BUILDING WITHIN THE SUBDIVISION SHALL BE ISSUED BY THE CITY OF TULSA,
OKLAHOMA UNTIL CONSTRUCTION OF THE REQUIRED INFRASTRUCTURE (STREETS, WATER, SANITARY SEWER, STORM

SEWER SYSTEMS AND SIDEWALKS) SERVING THE ENTIRE SUBDIVISION HAS BEEN COMPLETED AND ACCEPTED BY THE
CITY OF TULSA, OKLAHOMA. NOTWITHSTANDING THE FOREGOING, THE CITY MAY AUTHORIZE THE ISSUANCE OF A
TEMPORARY CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY IF, IN THE CITY'S SOLE DISCRETION, THE CIRCUMSTANCES SUPPORT THE
ISSUANCE. FURTHER NOTWITHSTANDING THE FOREGOING, THE CITY MAY AUTHORIZE THE PHASING OF THE
CONSTRUCTION OF INFRASTRUCTURE WITHIN THE SUBDIVISION, AND IF PHASING IS AUTHORIZED, A CERTIFICATE OF
OCCUPANCY FOR A BUILDING WITHIN AN AUTHORIZED PHASE MAY ISSUE UPON THE COMPLETION AND ACCEPTANCE
OF THE INFRASTRUCTURE SERVING THE PARTICULAR PHASE. BUILDING CONSTRUCTION OCCURRING PRIOR TO THE
CITY'S ACCEPTANCE OF THE INFRASTRUCTURE SHALL BE AT THE RISK OF THE OWNER OF THE LOT, NOTWITHSTANDING
THE ISSUANCE OF A BUILDING PERMIT OR OF A TEMPORARY CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY.

SECTION II. ENFORCEMENT, DURATION, AMENDMENT, AND SEVERABILITY
A.  ENFORCEMENT

THE RESTRICTIONS HEREIN SET FORTH ARE COVENANTS TO RUN WITH THE LAND AND SHALL BE BINDING UPON THE
OWNER, ITS SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS. WITHIN THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION I. PUBLIC STREETS AND UTILITIES, ARE
SET FORTH CERTAIN COVENANTS AND THE ENFORCEMENT RIGHTS PERTAINING THERETO AND WHETHER OR NOT
THEREIN SO STATED, THE COVENANTS WITHIN SECTION I SHALL INURE TO THE BENEFIT OF, AND BE ENFORCEABLE BY,
THE CITY OF TULSA, OKLAHOMA. IF ANY JUDICIAL ACTION IS BROUGHT TO ENFORCE THE COVENANTS ESTABLISHED IN
THIS DEED OF DEDICATION THE DEFENSE THAT THE PARTY INITIATING THE EQUITABLE PROCEEDING HAS AN ADEQUATE
REMEDY AT LAW IS HEREBY WAIVED.

B. DURATION

THESE RESTRICTIONS SHALL REMAIN IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT FOR 25 YEARS AND SHALL AUTOMATICALLY BE
CONTINUED THEREAFTER FOR SUCCESSIVE PERIODS OF 10 YEARS EACH, UNLESS TERMINATED OR AMENDED AS
HEREINAFTER PROVIDED.

C. AMENDMENT

THE COVENANTS CONTAINED WITHIN SECTION I. PUBLIC STREETS AND UTILITIES, MAY BE AMENDED OR TERMINATED
AT ANY TIME WHETHER BEFORE OR AFTER THE PERIOD(S) SPECIFIED IN SUBSECTION B., BY A WRITTEN INSTRUMENT
SIGNED AND ACKNOWLEDGED BY THE OWNER OF THE LOT TO WHICH THE AMENDMENT OR TERMINATION IS TO BE
APPLICABLE AND APPROVED BY THE TULSA METROPOLITAN AREA PLANNING COMMISSION, OR ITS SUCCESSORS AND
THE CITY OF TULSA, OKLAHOMA.

D. SEVERABILITY

INVALIDATION OF ANY RESTRICTION SET FORTH HEREIN, OR ANY PART THEREOF, BY AN ORDER, JUDGMENT, OR DECREE
OF ANY COURT, OR OTHERWISE, SHALL NOT INVALIDATE OR AFFECT ANY OF THE OTHER RESTRICTIONS OF ANY PART
THEREOF AS SET FORTH HEREIN, WHICH SHALL REMAIN IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT.
