Staff Recommendation 
Staff recommends denial. 
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Detailed Staff Recommendation 
The applicant is proposing to rezone 375 acres from AG to IL to permit light industrial uses, specifically a data center. 
The area is largely undeveloped, consisting of mostly agricultural uses and vacant land. There is existing IL zoning to 
the east of the subject property adjacent to the Creek Turnpike while all other adjacent properties are currently zoned 
AG. On February 4, 2026, TMAPC recommended approval of MPD-6 which would rezone adjacent property to the 
northeast of the subject property and permit industrial uses.  
 
Unlike the properties included in previous rezonings to permit industrial uses, the subject properties included in this 
application are designated as neighborhood on the Tulsa Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map, rather than 
employment.  The Comprehensive Plan identifies the areas located adjacent to the highway and East 11th Street as 
future areas for development consistent with the employment land use designation but reserves the areas farther west 
and interior to the section as neighborhood to establish a diversity of opportunities for future growth.   
 
The applicant has requested an amendment to the comprehensive plan to designate the area under application as 
employment under case number CPA-128.  Staff is recommending denial of the proposed land use amendment based 
on recommendations found in the Tulsa Comprehensive Plan and insufficient justifications for the proposal.   
 
Employment designations are widespread in the immediate area, with several of those areas recently receiving 
favorable recommendations from TMAPC for additional industrial zoning.  The existing employment areas, established 
in 2023 as part of the Tulsa Comprehensive Plan update, are largely undeveloped and provide sufficient opportunities 
for new industrial uses without necessitating a reduction in areas planned for future neighborhood development.  The 
existing areas designated as employment align with recommendations of the comprehensive plan by remaining 
oriented to major highway and arterial corridors.  Some, but not all, of those areas are separated from the planned 
neighborhood areas by floodplain designations which can provide natural buffers between employment scale uses 
and residential areas.   
 
IL zoning would not be consistent with the neighborhood land use designation which is intended to accommodate 
primarily residential uses.  
 
With consideration given to the factors listed herein, staff recommends denial of the application. 
 
Comprehensive Plan Considerations 
Land Use Plan 
The subject properties are designated as Neighborhood. Neighborhoods are mostly residential uses, which includes 
detached, missing middle, and multi‑dwelling unit housing types. Churches, schools, and other low intensity uses that 
support residents’ daily needs are often acceptable, particularly for properties abutting Multiple Use, Local Center, or 
Regional Center land use areas. Multi‑dwelling unit housing that takes access off an arterial is considered Multiple 
Use, Local Center, or Regional Center. If a multi‑dwelling unit housing property takes access from a lower‑order street 
separated from the arterial, then it would be considered Neighborhood.

The subject properties are not located within any adopted small area plans.  

Development Era 
The area under application is designated as a “future growth” area. These areas of the city have yet to be developed 
beyond agricultural uses, and they present opportunities to ensure the pattern of development is efficient and fiscally 
responsible. These areas typically do not have subdivision streets or connectivity beyond the mile-by-mile grid, have 
poor public service distribution (fire, police, transit, etc.) and lack utility infrastructure (water, sewer, broadband, etc.) 
Some areas also include exposed bedrock and/or extreme slopes. Priorities in these areas include ensuring the ability 
to provide adequate public services, the implementation of planned streets in the Major Street and Highway Plan, land 
use planning to establish frameworks for decision making, and conservation of natural areas.

Major Street & Highway Plan: East 11th Street South and East 21st Street South are both designated as secondary 
arterials requiring an ultimate right-of-way width of 100 feet.

Environmental Considerations 
Flood Area: The subject properties include areas of both FEMA and City of Tulsa Regulatory Floodplains.   

Tree Canopy Coverage: Tree canopy in the area is 55%. Development will naturally have an impact on tree canopy, but 
all effort should be taken to preserve a substantial portion of the tree canopy in these areas. These areas should have 
the highest level of preservation to maintain the existing habitat and recreational places in the city. Future land use 
planning for Future Growth areas should include the goal of tree canopy preservation.

Hello, I am writing to request the Tulsa Metro Area Planning Commission to please vote no on the zoning 
for phase 2 of Project Anthem.  
 
I am a Tulsa resident and Muscogee Creek citizen, and it is very important to me that Tulsa takes proper 
care of the land and resources in this area. Hyperscale data centers are too resource intensive to justify 
their presence in the Tulsa Metro area. I have heard reports that Tulsa water can only sustain two data 
centers of that scale, and there are already two underway including phase 1 of Project Anthem and 
Project Clydesdale. To add phase 2 of Project Anthem would put too much of a strain on the city water 
supply, and it is not fair to the residents or to the environment to allow the mass expansion of Project 
Anthem. 
 
Additionally, I have concerns about the business practices and ethics of a company that presented a 
proposal for a 350-acre project to get the TMAPC and city council on board, and then pulled a bait and 
switch to demand an expansion of 375 acres before moving forward with the project. That would mean a 
total of 725 acres just for a hyperscale data center location. The mysterious companies involved would 
be deriving a much greater benefit from utilizing Tulsa land and resoures than Tulsa residents would 
receive from the massive data center being there. We don't know very much about Atmoss or whatever 
big tech company is associated with Project Anthem, but we do know that are willing to try to bully the 
city council into giving them more land. I do not think this is an appropriate business model for 
development in Tulsa.

     I am a resident of The Crossings at the corner of Sheridan and 86th St. We are thoroughly against 
another Data Center. It would be virtually in our backyards here so to speak. We had no real heads up 
about the first Data Center and felt it was snuck in without citizens having much of a say about it.You 
gave us a day to object but not to really listen to our fears and worries. Nor have we ever seen a full 
environmental impact report on this first Data Center. Actually none of any Data Centers completed in 
other states to see how this will truly affect us. Only hearsay and false reassurances,  From our point of 
view, it is obvious that this company is trying to manipulate an approved project to sneak in a second 
drain on our resources in the area. IS Tulsa County that desperate for whatever is promised? I would 
hope not. Not only will they drain our power grids and water supply, which will skyrocket costs for us 
residents, WHERE DOES THE WASTE WATER GO?? Such polluted water must go somewhere. Do they 
plan on Class IV water injection disposal wells and if so, into what zone and how deep? Also for how long 
before a zone cannot support the volumes? Then what? Shut it down and move to strip another area? So 
what is their plan? What happens once they have decimated our fresh water sources for residents? What 
happens to us with triple power costs, our homes and livelihoods ruined?  An "Oh we are sorry. We didn't 
see that coming." is not going to cut it. This KNOWINGLY is equal to the strip mining of our resources but 
without the ugliness. It is hidden from view.  We do feel this corporation is using the threat of cancelling 
their contract as leverage to get what they want. LET THEM CANCEL!! There is already something not 
right about all these Data Centers being approved in so many of the surrounding areas of Tulsa in the first 
place. Here outside Owasso, Sand Springs, Coweta and Claremore. ARE there more being planned under 
NDAs other outlining towns are not yet aware of? Something is glaringly rotten here and we as citizens 
should not be facing skyrocketing utilities and 5G/6G radiation exposure to line someone else's pockets!! 
We are Extremely concerned with what the future holds for us and other homeowners here. We had 
neighbors put their home up for sale once we got notified of the first Data Center. His home market value 
dropped from $475k down to a sale price of $322k. Are you going to re-evaluate 3 upscale neighborhoods 
along with several others in the immediate area and cut our property taxes down by 1/2 to compensate 
us for the reduced home sale/market values due to your already far impacting decision? We cannot see 
how you can keep our property assessments going up yearly while our fair market values are plummeting 
with just ONE impending Data Center. You will have entire neighborhoods taking you to court over that.  
     We moved here to a neighborhood in the outskirts/country to enjoy the deer herds, the mooing of the 
cows in the evenings and wild turkeys winging it across the pasture. Now it has all been stripped away. 
What was once a thriving eco system across the road is down to a thin line of trees to obscure the 
construction site of not one but now possibly two huge data center buildings. We have no real long term 
environmental impact studies to show how living within a 1 mile radius of just one of these data centers 
will affect us in the long run. It appears Tulsa is really jumping the gun approving so many to be built. 
Already we have citizens in other states saying their utilities have more than doubled. WE CANNOT 
AFFORD THAT!!! We are seniors on pensions and that would make our life here just about impossible. I 
am on home oxygen 24/7 and require my home to be heated and cooled comfortably because it 
affects my damaged lungs. Higher utility costs would greatly affect me and my basic needs and comfort 
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to exist in my own home! To sell would wipe us out and we are out priced for anything comparable to 
what we have. This is not okay at all. It is destroying all of us one way or another here in the area! 
     Let the Data Center pull out of their contract! REzone the area for small homes that first time 
homebuyers can actually afford. Get the tax revenues from something like that instead. I doubt a 
neighborhood would use anywhere near the 24/7 pull on our power grids and water. That would be better 
for everyone here, the local economy and our environment. Perhaps Tulsa County would actually finish 
the road widening project on 86th St from Sheridan to Memorial and on to hwy 75 in the process?  
     But in all seriousness, we feel this is something that has been started without fully assessing the 
outcomes to citizens, residents, our future health, wildlife and our natural resources as well as power 
grids. Please do not ruin our homes, neighborhoods and area with this pair of Data Centers. I fully believe 
this company KNOWINGLY has led the Tulsa County Board astray without fully disclosing their plans to 
build an additional one. Would they not be in violation of the agreement? They are exploiting "fly over" 
country for their profits and it is wrong on many levels. Somewhere down the line You of the Tulsa County 
Board must put the CITIZENS FIRST over any compensations you are being persuaded with. They are NOT 
for our own people. We all know these centers will be built by companies who will bring their own 
contractors and workers to build them. Then they will transfer existing employees here from 
other centers to run them.
